Selective Pathways that Grow Talent & 
Open Futures
NIHS offers three selective entry pathways 
for Year 7 students to foster the strengths 
and talents that emerge from our diverse 
community. These curriculum pathways allow 
students ready to extend themselves and 
explore future possibilities.

Rowing Pathway
Students develop discipline, resilience 
and leadership through elite coaching, 
teamwork and competition. Participation 
builds confidence, physical wellbeing and a 
strong sense of collective responsibility, while 
fostering the habits required for success 
in demanding academic and professional 
environments.

Italian Immersion Pathway
Students experience a rich bilingual pathway 
that integrates Italian language learning with 
Humanities. The pathway develops intercultural 
understanding, communication skills and global 
awareness.

STEM Pathway
Designed for students with a passion for 
science, technology, engineering and 
mathematics, this pathway emphasises inquiry, 
innovation and problem-solving.

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Senior Schooling | Years 10-12

In the senior years, NIHS builds deliberately on 
the strong foundations established in the middle 
school. Students are supported to become 
independent, motivated learners, well prepared 
for further education, training or employment in a 
globally connected world.
Senior students may choose to study either 
the South Australian Certificate of Education 
(SACE) or the International Baccalaureate 
Diploma Programme (IBDP), selecting from an 
extensive and flexible curriculum that supports 
a wide range of interests, strengths and future 
aspirations. This dual-pathway model reflects 
a consistent whole-school philosophy: choice, 
challenge and high expectations.
Our graduates continuously achieve academic 
excellence outcomes. In 2025:
•	 39% of all SACE grades were A grades.
•	 85% of results were A or B grades.
•	 100% of students completed their SACE.
•	 92% of students achieved their intended 

post-school pathway.
These outcomes reflect not only strong senior 
teaching, but the cumulative impact of deep 
learning, conceptual understanding and future-
focused skill capability development from the 
middle years onwards.

Co-Curriculur Opportunities
Learning at NIHS extends well beyond the 
classroom. Students are encouraged to take 
advantage of a rich range of opportunities that 
develop leadership, creativity, service and 
wellbeing, including:
•	 Lunchtime clubs and social action groups.
